Bumpus has Saturday events that
always has food and a way to raise money for a worthy
cause. They asked if we wanted to have a fish fry
(because we are so famous for them) and all the
monies collected would go to the foundation. Bumpus
will pay for all the supplies and are asking us to provide
the labor.
